Science and technology have developed a lot since the fifteenth century, when the artist Leonardo da
Vinci drew mechanical figures that looked like men — the first known robot designs. Now, of course,
robots are everywhere, from factories to space stations. and they safely carry out all sorts of tasks, from
cutting the grass to performing surgery.
